Planning Report

Strawson’s field – Creswell Grove – Application submitted for petrol station, convenience store and coffee shop. Outline permission for remainder of site also submitted during 2016. Both of these applications were withdrawn prior to them being discussed at the Planning Committee – recommendation was refusal.
Inglewoods – Creswell Park (including Stafford Landrover) – current applications for plot B – Nissan Garage and Plots C&D – Motorhome dealership.
Redhill Employment Park – Plot 7 GE was opened in February 2017. The second building on Plots 3&5 are still in progress with completion expected by the Summer.
	Plot 1 Saint Gobain - Development of warehouse building and office use – currently awaiting a decision by the Planning committee.

Plot 2 Omicron - Erection of a new purpose built technical service centre and associated car parking, delivery yard and external works – approved in Sept 16

Plots 4 & 6 – a speculative warehouse building developed by Trebor is almost completed.

Primepoint 14 – application for 2 small warehouse units (as identified when the site was originally developed by not built) – awaiting a decision by SBC planning committee

	


Marston Grange – Taylor Wimpey. Building continues on this site – approx 120 houses are occupied. 

Stafford North Masterplan – following approval of the Stafford North Masterplan an application has been submitted for 700 houses, a 60 bed elderly living facility, primary school and local centre. This is for the land between Taylor Wimpey and Redhill Farm and also further along Beaconside. An extension has been granted until 14th April 2017 for the application to be decided. 
The Parish Council are also a statutory consultee on all planning applications within the parish – large and small and consider each application as received and comment as appropriate.
