Annual Public Meeting Minutes

Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 9th April 2018 at 7.00 pm at the School Hall, Tillington Manor Primary School, Young Avenue, Holmcroft.

1.
Welcome by the Chairman of Creswell Parish Council – Councillor Maria Redfern
Cllr Redfern welcomed residents to the meeting and thanked everyone for coming. 
14 people were in attendance.
2.
Minutes of the 2017 Annual Public Meeting.

These are attached (Appendix 1). There were no questions raised by the public in relation to the minutes and they were accepted as a true record by the meeting.

Presentation by Stafford Borough Council Waste Department about recycling and rubbish – Becky Martin
Becky works at Stafford Borough Council in the waste department who are responsible for the household collection service. 
She updated the meeting about the new waste service provider Veolia who have taken over from February 2018 and have a newer and more up to date fleet.

She noted that green waste does not go to landfill. All rubbish from Stafford Borough is sent to waste to energy incinerators which turn waste into power for the national grid. The only waste product being ash from the process.
Brown bin waste is recycled in Chebsey and is converted to soil improver which goes to 12 local farms.

Becky talked in depth about the blue recycling. A variety of items can be recycled this way including crisp packets, tetra packs, plastic (including bleach containers). She showed the meeting what some of the recycled plastic is remade into and this included a child’s fleece and a pair of trousers.

As part of the new service there will be some collection day changes notified before July 2018 and an 8 page booklet which updates residents about all of the recyclables will be included.

Paper is separated as it is send directly to the paper mill for recycling and the collection wagon has 2 separate areas for collecting paper and all other recyclables.

The Chairman thanked Becky for her time and interesting talk.
4.
Reports by Local Borough and County Councillors
County Cllr Jeremy Pert updated the meeting. In the last 5 years, the County Council budget has fallen from £620million to around £500million. £30million pounds additional funding has been routed to adult social care and £5million to potholes.

In Creswell, he noted he has worked closely with the Parish as follows:

· Primepoint 14 litter and discarded items issues

· Double yellow line requirements on Primepoint 14

· Marston Grange Noticeboard project

· Marston Grange potential residents meeting

· Attended the Perrin Memorial Service – noting it being a very enjoyable community event

Jeremy noted that he has small amounts of funding available and community groups are encouraged to apply to his community fund.
